8- FUEL 
Refuelling or outside assistance of any sort is not authorised during the race. 
No fuelling or pouring or decanting of fuel will be allowed during the race. Infringement to this rule will result in any 
case of loading and unloading of fuel. Those operations must be carried out in the designated fuelling area, under 
strictly supervision of the Pit Official .Any transference of fuel in the pits is strictly forbidden. Failure to comply with 
this regulation may have a fine at the discretion of the Race Committee. 
The driver are kindly requested to send to the Organising Committee, on the Entry Form, the fuel type and quantity 
required. 
   
 
9- INSURANCE 
 
All Drivers must be properly insured for personal and material damage  to third parties including other entrants. The 
payment for the event insurance will be made during the administrative inspections to  F.I.M representative. 
The policy must cover  the amount of  �  3.098.742 for  any accident with sublimit of  � 154.937 for  personal 
accidents  , damages to persons  including any crew  member  , and �  51.645 for  damages to things , including

According to I talian law it is not considered valid any other  policy. 
 
For  the I talian pilots : 
 The event insurance includes personal and material damage  to third parties including other entrants and “towing and 
launching”  The premium  is �   165 2lt �  212.50 4+6lt at charge of F.I.M. 
Pilots  will pay the premium for the policy “damages between  competing hulls” . 
The premium is : �  150,00 class 3 – 2 lt  and   �  200,00 class 3 – 4 e 6 lt 
For   foreign pilots : 
A  foreign policy expressly  valid in I taly with the above mentioned  insurance cover  will be recognized   if  
requested by  foreign competitors and sent in copy with the entry 
If necessary the F I M  official will issue  a  certificate for  the event  at race  inspections  against  payment of  the above  
mentioned premium
